68% of Poles believe
that the church hierarchy hides cases of pedophile priests. 45 % of Poles believe that Jews have too much influence
on world politics.

37% of Americans believe that global Warming is a hoax. 4% of Americans believe that shape-shifting reptilian
people control our world by taking on human form and gaining political power to manipulate societies. 11% of

Americans believe that the government knowingly allowed the attacks on September 11th, 2001 to happen.
